If there is any chance that a patient may be identified from a case report, written consent from the patient needs to be obtained. Abstracts will not be considered in the absence of patient consent.

For accepted Oral presentations :  One of the Abstract authors must be registered for the Scientific Meeting on Friday 11 December 2009 and available to make their presentation between 12.10 and 13.10. 

Each presentation, to be given by the author, should last no more than 7 minutes and will be followed by a 3 minute discussion period.

Poster presentation.  Abstracts not accepted for oral presentation can be exhibited at the Scientific Meeting as posters.  Your should have your poster made up in a size of 1 metre wide x 2 metres tall

Poster judging will take place on Friday 11 December between 13.10 and 14.30.  During the judging session, one of the authors must be available to answer questions.
